Cancellation Policy
From 60 to 45 days to departure, the fee will be 
25% of the total cost of the trip. After 45 days or 
less the cancellation fee will be 50% plus any fees 
imposed  by  airlines  and  or  cruise  ship  deposits 
(could amount to 90% of the trip). All cancellations 
must be received in writing and no refund can be 
made  for  services  not  used  once  trip  has 
commenced  or  for  no  shows.

HopeHouse International, 
Inc./Together  International,  Inc.  is  the  facilitator 
for  this  mission  trip  and shall  use  commercially 
reasonable  efforts  to  minimize  or  eliminate  any 
increase, but Participant acknowledges and agrees 
that  such increases are possible.  If  the Cost  Per 
Person  increases  by  more  than  10%,  Participant 
shall have the right to cancel and receive a refund 
of the Cost Per Person.
